
Press coverage 27th Nov – 31st Dec 2008
Press coverage generated a Advertising Equivalent Value of 

£40,745 in November and £59,351 in December. 
Highlights (examples enclosed)
� Release on the effectiveness of the HWHL Summer campaign was picked up by Carlisle, 

Newcastle and Northumberland press.

� Local, regional and specialist media reported on the architect appointed for Housesteads.

� Local print and broadcast media reported on HWC Locally Produced presence at Carlisle 
Christmas market and on the HWC supported development of a HWC fair-trade zone.

� HWHLs funding through HLF for the Volunteers Scheme was reported in local/regional 
press.

� Destination walking features appeared  in national and regional press.

� HWHL’s purchase of Camp Farm generated substantial  local/regional coverage including  
ITV Borders and BBC Look North TV features and a BBC Radio Cumbria feature. A 
number of local publications with no connection to HWC also picked up on this story (eg
Milton Keynes, Chester  and Ellesmere Port).

� The Conservative Party comments on the English Heritage list of threatened monuments 
was reported by the national press on  Boxing Day (a quiet news day) . Hadrian’s Wall was 
mentioned  but with no request for input or comment from HWHL. The Carlisle News and 
Star did a follow up story with comments from Nigel Mills on HWHL’s and EH’s work in 
protecting the WHS.
